Tip of the Month: 

Do you ever pick brown eggs over less nutritious white?  Even in the era of fancy omega-3 
eggs, brown eggs retain a certain rustic allure.  But a large brown egg contains the exact 
same proportion of white and yolk, and the same nutrients as a white egg.  Brown eggs 
simply come from a different breed of hens which are bigger birds and require more feed 
than standard white egg layers.  Those costs are passed on, adding to brown eggs 
“specialness.”  RESULT:  Up to a 25% price premium paid for what is basically an aesthetic 
choice.  WHAT TO DO:  Choose by wallet or style sensibility; either way, you’ll pick a good 
egg.

COOK’S CORNER 

Easy Sausage Potato Soup 
 
Ingredients 
 
½ pound ground pork sausage 
16 ounces frozen cubed hash brown potatoes (4 cups)  

1 large onion, chopped  

1 (14 1/2-ounce) can chicken broth  

2 cups water  

1 (10 3/4-ounce) can cream of celery soup, undiluted  

1 (10 3/4-ounce) can cream of chicken soup, undiluted  

2 cups milk  

Garnish: shredded Cheddar cheese  

 

Preparation 
Brown sausage in a large Dutch oven over medium heat, stirring until it crumbles and is no longer pink. Drain. Re-
turn to Dutch oven. 

Add potatoes and next 3 ingredients to sausage; bring to a boil. Cover, reduce heat, and simmer 30 minutes. Stir in 
soups and milk; cook, stirring often, until thoroughly heated. Garnish, if desired.

This information can be found 
by searching for key words or a specific bill number. 

Open Secrets is a project of the Center for Responsive Politics. The website compiles information 
on campaign and political contributions to federally elected officials based on information taken 
from the Federal Election Commission. 

Women's Policy Inc. advises the Congressional Caucus for Women's Issues to help make in-
formed decisions on policies that affect women.  They also advise federal regulators, academics, 
women's groups, the business community, and the media. 

Congressional Quarterly is a news-based website that provides an insider's look into Washington 
D.C. politics and policy.
